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Introduction Of District

Buldhana district is located in the central portion of the state of
Maharashtra. Buldhana district is door of Vidharbha region. Akola,
Jalgaon, Jalna, Parbhani districts are the adjoining districts to the East,
West & South respectively. Nemad district of the Madhya Pradesh is to
the North.

The district is mainly covered in Survey of India topographic Sheet
No. 55D/8 & partly in 46P and 56 A & lies between 19°51’ to 21°17’ North
latitude and 75°57’ to 76°49’ East Longitude.

The district Head Quarters is at Buldhana which is connected to all
thirteen talukas by state highway. The state capital of Mumbai is 450 km to

the west and is connected to Buldhana by road.

The distances of the other major towns from Buldhana is
Aurangabad (180 KM), Pune (425 KM), Amravati (200 KM), Nagpur (350
KM).

* Geology & Geomorphology

From geological point of view there are no major mineral ores,
some kinds of salts and lead are observed in Lonar Crater but not
commercially exploited. The major rock is Basalt hence the major soil type
is Regur or Black cotton soil predominantly in Jalgaon Jamod,
Sangrampur, Nandura, Shegaon, Malkapur, Khamgaon areas. But last 2

year’s region is in news particularly for high rate of farmers suicides.

Deccan trap covered 80% of the total area of the district and 20%
area is covered by alluvium. All the talukas except Jalgaon Jamod,
Sangrampur & part of Shegaon talukas are covered by Deccan trap. The
trap is classified in, the following categories.1) Weathered basalt of all
types. 2) Fractured & Jointed basalt. 3) Vesicular geologic basalt. 4)

Compact massive basalt.



In basalt ground water occurs in joints, fractured & other zone of
weakens, which serve as loci for the accumulation of groundwater.
Percolation of ground water is controlled by the density of joint, fractured,

vascular in the Deccan trap.

The flows are separated by a tine gap deposition which is known an
intertrappens. In the district redboles occur as a major intertrapean which

play very distinct role in the local behavior of groundwater.

* Climate & Rainfall

The district gets rain from south west Monsoons. The rainfall period
is from June to September. However rain generally falls in the months of
June and July up to the end of October. The district falls under the assured

rainfall zone and average rainfall ranging from 500 to 900 mm.

The climate of the Buldhana district is generally dry and hot ,
Buldhana town itself i.e. district headquarters has a comparatively cool

weather and is considered to be the most pleasant place in district .

The general climate of the district is characterised by Hot and Dry
summers and cold winters with the seasonal variation in the temperature

being pretty large.

Hailstorms are common during February to April and also during the

post monsoon period from November to January.

** Process of EMIS 5% Checking

We first submitted the proposal for this project at Project Officer, Sarva
Shiksha Abhiyan, Z. P. Buldhana. After our proposal was accepted by the
Project Officer (SSA) Buldhana, The Maharashtra Prathmik Shikshan
Parishad, Mumbai provides training at Mumbai. We found that the survey
format provided us was very comprehensive and covered almost all the
aspects regarding to primary school. We also realised that the format in
which the schools submitted data was slightly different from the format by
which we were planned to survey. However, the issues covered in both the
formats were same. We also came to know about the in-service training
programs of teachers conducted under SSA.

We also requested the Education Officer to provide an identification
and permission letter for our team, so that we could utilize it at the schools
planned to survey. The District Education Officer provide us a letter for
each school to inform them about the EMIS 5% checking. This letter was
useful to gain credibility for our team when we visited the schools.
Otherwise it would have been difficult to get answers from the school staff.

Then we obtained the list of all the schools in Buldhana district from
MIS-In charge, SSA, Buldhana. We did random sampling for the survey
according to the guidelines given us by SSA —

= All thirteen blocks in the district were covered

= All management types were covered i.e. managed by Education

Department; Tribal / Social Welfare Department; Local Body (Z.P ,

N.P.); Private Aided; Private Unaided and Navodya Vidyalaya.
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5% of total schools were covered i.e. a no. of 110 schools

50% of schools were selected from rural areas

All schools were selected according to management type and

category of school.

Thus, 8 (Four blocks have 9 schools) schools were selected in each

block with a total of 110 schools. We presented the list of chosen schools

to S.S.A. The basic indicators for the survey were decided to be:

We did pilot survey in 16 school.s of Malkapur & Motala block to
ensure that the training was successful
encountered in later stages. After coming back from pilot survey, we
shared our experiences with each other. Hence, the mistakes committed
during the pilot survey were rectified collectively. The most common
mistake was that forms were incompletely filled. In some places, the
results of latest annual examination were not available. During the pilot

testing we found that if the Headmaster (HM) is not available in the school

and no problems were




during our visit, we would not get any information. So it was decided that
we would repeat our visits, on next day.

Thereafter, an action plan was prepared. Each Investigator was
given responsibility of ten schools. From the next day each of us went to

different blocks for EMIS checking. The plan for EMIS survey is as follows:

In the Zilla Parishad Boys High School Khamgaon in block
Khamgaon, the response given by the HM was very pleasant. He showed
us all the records, the attendance of children was good and the school
premises were clean and well-maintained.

The attendance in Girls’ Zilla Parishad Central Primary Boys
School, Sinddkhed Raja was 95% on the day of our visit. The enroliment
of SC girls was also quite high. The teaching staff was very impressive.

The records maintained.
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After the survey process was complete, the SSA office gave us the
data submitted by the schools we had surveyed. Our task was to tally the
data collected from these two sources- our own survey and data submitted
by the schools themselves. This data was already prepared in a
computerized format. Whatever discrepancies were found during tallying

were noted and a report has been prepared about it.
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Summary of Field Observation

1) Training of Head Master:
When we informed about the training of Head Master in filling up of
DISE format, we came to know that near about all Head Master received

the training at CRC Levels.

2) Infrastructure in the district MIS unit:

We found separate computers, a laser printer, well furniture; UPS &
Broad Band Internet facility is also available. Also, there is availability of
HW and SW, as well as there is a MIS In-charge (Computer Programmer),

2 Data Entry operators in the MIS unit.

3) Feedback of School Report Card:

We found that all school report cards are delivered each year by
district MIS unit to block level and from block to cluster level. There is a
presence of school report card in 100% schools of local body. But we
found it about 70% schools of private management. It is amazing to see
the whole picture of a school on a sheet of paper. It is useful not only for
school but also for VEC for taking any progressive step regarding to

school.

4) Key Information Display Board:
We observed that the key information is written regularly only in 108

school out of 110. Good saying, news headlines, days of day, the special
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date is written attractively on the display board for pupils information. In

average private school are found aggressive in it.

5) Availability of DISE Data:

We found DISE data available in hard copies and on Computer at
district level. It is available on hard copies on block level. At school level it
is available in the form of school report card.

Near about 80 to 85% people are well aware about DISE data. We
came to know from AWP& B 2009-10 that 50% DISE data is used for
planning.

Through cluster reports and schools reports we got the evidence of

sharing workshops at all levels.

6) Data Feeding:

The training about data feeding is given to all programmers at state
level. The job of data feeding is time consuming, time bound, very vast
task for district MIS unit.

We found that well learned computer professionals are available for
the district MIS unit. According to us the existing DISE data is effective and

well adequate so there is no need of any change in it.

In 5% sample checking when we compared all parameters with
school obtained data we found that all information about rural/urban,
school category, type of school, class, and management is matched
perfectly with each other. We didn't find any difference in it.

+* Teacher in Position:
In this respect, in block wise survey we found that -
e In Buldhana, Lonar, Shegaon & Sindkhed Raja blocks there is one
Female teacher extra than the data obtained from DISE Form.
e In Chikhali & Motala blocks there is one Male teacher less than the
data obtained from DISE.
¢ In Khamgaon block there are two Male teachers extra but on other

hand one Female teacher is less than the data obtained from DISE.
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¢ In Deulgaon Raja block there is no difference occur in total number
of teachers but slight difference is occur in male & female teachers
number.
e In Malkapur block there is one Male teacher less but on other side
two Female teachers are extra than the data obtained from DISE.
¢ In Mehkar blocks there is one Male & one Female teacher less than
the data obtained from DISE.
e In Jalgaon Jamod, Nandura & Sangrampur blocks there is one Male
teacher extra than the data obtained from DISE.
In this way, according to our observation, in over all districts there is
a minor difference in total number of teachers obtained from our survey
and data obtained from school (i.e. Data collected through DISE).

+$* School Facilities (Class Rooms):

When we compared our class rooms data with school data we
found there are 31 extra classrooms found in Chikhali, Khamgaon, Motala,
Lonar, Malkapur, Mehkar & Jalgaon Jamod. blocks.

+* All Student enrollment data:

When we compared our survey data with data obtained from
schools we found that there a slight difference in student enrolment. i.e. 10
boys less while 11 girls are more than data obtained from school.

Also, there is a slight difference in SC / ST boys-girls enrolment.

(Refer Dist. Table No.4 & 5)
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* Last Annual Examination:

When we compared the parameters enrollment, appeared &
passed, we found that in class 4" there is a difference of 9.58% boys and
17.95% girls in enrollment parameter. In 7th class there is a difference of
7.81% and boys & 8.12% girls in the same parameter.

In class 4 " there is a difference of 6.56% boys and 15.30% girls, in
class 7th there is a difference of 4.98% boys and 4.84% girls in appeared
parameter.

+* VEC/WEC/SEC Composition:

In block wise observation we found that in urban private schools in
place of VEC/WEC SEC (school education committee) is established. We
found that there are very few members of SC/ST in VEC/WEC and SEC
(as per our data only 11.04% SC & 4.79% ST). VEC/WEC and SEC these
committees’ are very useful for the progress of school because these
committees’ discuss about the construction of school, the quality of
education as well as monitor the expenditure in their meetings. So they
take fruitful decisions.

When we went to 5% sample checking in Buldhana district we got 96%
good response about initial reaction, provided information, availability of
records, conditions of maintained records and also updating of records
maintained.

89.70% of boys and 87.88% of girls in std. 1st.

According to coordinator, supervisors, and all investigators
representatives, it was a good opportunity to learn something new. We got
some bad experiences two schools while checking such as in Jalgaon
Jamod, & Mehkar block the head of the school was reluctant to give us
asked information & also suspected our identity but after giving him the

proof of district authority he was satisfied and cp-operate us.

Suggestions

This checking proved useful for teachers how to maintain their record
updated.

We found that there is a lack of enough staff for maintaining records
in some primary schools.

In some schools there are excess of teachers with respect to the
strength of students.

The list of VEC / WEC and SEC members should be displayed on a
display board of the school.

It is necessary to give training for the members of VEC and SEC to
change their attitude to care of school property.

We think of committee of pupils to look after the presence of them
and inculcate the feelings that it's their school.

They should pay attention towards the cleanliness of premises of the
school as well as surrounding.
